HOW SHOULD WE BOOK OUR AIRLINE TICKETS?

Almost all major airlines have direct flights from most mainland cities to each

of the islands. On Maui, you will be flying into the city of Kahului (Airport Code:
OGQ). If you would like to visit more than one island while you're here, check
inter-island fares on local airlines, such as Hawaiian Air or Island Air. Want to keep
it simple? Let us take care of booking your accommodations, air and rental car.
We have the inside scoop on Maui and can get you the best deals.

WHERE SHOULD WE STAY?

Maui has virtually every type of lodging available. There are oceanfront estates,
villas, cottages, condos, hotels, and bed and breakfasts. We can help you find the
accommodations that are right for you and your guests, and do the booking for
you. Consult the chapter on locations to choose the part of Maui where you'd
like to stay. We generally advise that you have your wedding location near your
accomodations for convenience, but considering Maui's manageable size, it is
still possible to have your event at a remote estate, beach, or resort on the other
side of Maui. You can get around to most locations within an hour, with the

exception of Hana.

Your coordinator will book all your island activities. Your guests can contact us if

they'd like to book additional events or activities that they would like to schedule
and pay for separately. Try to book the sun intensive activities after the wedding,

because you don't want to be dealing with sunburns on you wedding day!

There are no rules on Maui, but typically you will want to dress

down—not up. Pack lightweight, comfortable clothes and pick
up a pair of slippers (flip-flops) if you don't already own some.
“Aloha wear” will help you blend right in with the locals—Dbright
shirts and shorts for men, and colored sundresses, shorts, or
sarongs for women. A light jacket or sweater is a good idea,
especially for the evenings (or if you are staying in up-country,
where it gets chilly). If you're planning on doing any hiking,
be sure to bring sturdy hiking shoes or sneakers. And don't
forget your bathing suit, sunglasses and sunscreen! Leave the

snorkel gear at home—there are plenty of places to rent it here.
